FACULTY

ALICIA MARQUEZ (LEVELS 2 & 3 — FLAMENCO, LEVEL 3 - BULERIAS)

Alicia was born in Seville and commenced dancing at a young age. Besides studying at the conservatories in
Cordoba and Seville she has benefited from the tuition of well-known teachers such as Matilde Coral, Junajo
Linares, José Granero, Pedro Azorin, Victoria Eugenia, Mario Maya, El Giiito and Ciro. Professionally, Alicia has
enjoyed a successful career gaining excellent reviews. She has performed in the companies of Rafael Aguilar,
Maria Pagés and Compaiiia Andaluza de Danza where she worked with top choreographers as well as assisted
José Antonio who was the director but is now director of the Ballet Nacional de Espafia. She appeared in Carlos
Saura’s film Sevillanas, has choreographed for various shows and toured extensively throughout Europe, Spain
and Japan. Currently she runs a thriving school in Seville and is a sought after teacher not only abroad but also
in Spain at the many flamenco festivals and courses. Alicia has taught successfully on numerous occasions for
the SDS. Her warmth and excellent teaching makes her extremely popular. We welcome her expertise and are
thrilled to have her back in the UK!

REYES OROZCO (Levels 1, 2 & 3 — Technique/Danza Estilizada)

Reyes is the daughter of the well known teacher ‘Betty’ with whom many of the SDS examiners have studied.
As well as studying with her mother, Reyes’s intensive training included excellent teachers: Paco Romero,
Maria Magdelena, Martin Bargas, La Tati, Juan Taff, Aurora Pons, Juanjo Linares, Pedro Azorin, Aurora Bosch,
Mirtha Pla, Luis Fuentes and Carmina Ocafia. She holds the superior qualification of the ‘Real Conservatorio de
Madrid’. In her professional career she has danced in tablaos; in the Zarzuela under the direction of the late
Alberto Lorca; the company of Luisillo and the Ballet Nacional de Espafia where she was a soloist in many
acclaimed choreographies notably by José Antonio Ruiz (our patron), Antonio Canales and Mariemma amongst
others. Reyes has taught in the school of Victor Ullate, the Festival de Jerez, the company of Yoko
Komatsubara in Tokyo, Centro de Andaluz in Seville and in the Real Conservatorio de Musica y Danza in
Madrid. We are delighted to welcome her to her first SDS course.

GEMMA DE LA CRUZ (Level 1&2 - Bulerias)

Gemma started dancing at the age of 10 years and studied at the Real Conservatorio in Madrid. She furthered
her training at the studios of Amor de Dios with well-known teachers. Her professional career has spanned
many years, performing in top theatres in Spain and other countries, as well as dancing in established tablaos.
She has been involved in recording music for the film ‘The Mask of Zorro’, has appeared on television
numerous occasions and has collaborated in many musical videos. She was one of the main dancers in
‘Carmen’ at the Royal Opera House, London, choreographed by Cristina Hoyos. Gemma is fortunate in being
able to combine her professional dancing with her teaching. She divides her time between Madrid and the UK
where in both countries she teaches privately and gives regular classes. She is a well-known figure in the UK!
She has conducted numerous courses in Spain, Japan, Venezuela, Greece (for the SDS), Belgium and the UK.
Gemma is a talented and fantastic teacher and she has taught for the SDS on several occasions. Her careful
and clear explanations ensure that the students always learn the steps well!

MARIANA CASTELLANO (Level 1 - Flamenco)

Mariana Castellano came to dance at an early age. For years a dedicated student of classical ballet, jazz and
tap dance, her Spanish roots brought her to flamenco in 1995. After some years working professionally in
Brazil, she relocated to Spain in order to go deeper into the world of flamenco and build on her skills. The
combination of a firm foundation in diverse forms of dance and a strong passion and experience in flamenco

Ideal for those participants wishing to strengthen their technique and style and secure their
compas (SDS Ingreso-Segundo Afio or up to 3 years of solid training).

LEVEL 2 Consolidation Course (Elementary/Lower Intermediate): Participants should have a moderate
technique, a fair knowledge of Spanish Dance,
easily. ldeal for those participants wishing to be challenged (SDS Tercer Afio- Primer Afio Estudiante or 4-6
years solid training).
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LEVEL 3 Performance Course (Higher Intermediate/Advanced): Participants should have a solid technique
and compas, sound knowledge of Spanish Dance and be able to learn at a good pace. Ideal for participants
wishing to work at a high level (SDS Segundo Afio Estudiante- Tercer Afio Estudiante or over 7y e asolid s
training).

CLASS CONTENT

FLAMENCO: Participants will be taught a flamenco choreography

TECHNIQUE: Participants will be taught exercises that cover castanets, footwork, turns etc. This class is vital to
strengthen work and enhance style

BULERIAS: Participants will be taught short ‘patadas’

No refund is available if anyone does not attend the course
due to transport problems; if anyone is dissatisfied with the course; if anyone falls ill or is injured during the
course. Once a place has been booked it is not transferable to another person.
